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Street Art
It is a public creative manifestation,
known as street art, and is generally
anonymous as the author does not
even question whether or not it is
art. He does it for himself, as an
object of his property, he takes it
out to display when he

considers it convenient or because
it is outdoors. Whoever creates this
category of art object puts all his
ingenurty, and the found

materials are composed by
accumulation, without aesthetic

or content concerns. Within this
manifestation are graffiti eohemeral
installations that can remain until
another artist arrives and
intervenes, or because they
deteriorate.
